	What does it mean to be Muslim in Britain today? 

Make sense of belief: 
• Identify and explain Muslim beliefs about God, the Prophet* and the Holy Qur’an (e.g. Tawhid; Muhammad as the Messenger, Qur’an as the message) 
• Describe ways in which Muslim sources of authority guide Muslim living (e.g. Qur’an guidance on Five Pillars; Hajj practices follow example of the Prophet)

 Understand the impact: 
• Make clear connections between Muslim beliefs and ibadah (e.g. Five Pillars, festivals, mosques, art) 
• Give evidence and examples to show how Muslims put their beliefs into practice in different ways 

Make connections: 
• Make connections between Muslim beliefs studied and Muslim ways of living in Britain/ Leicestershire today 
• Consider and weigh up the value of e.g. submission, obedience, generosity, self-control and worship in the lives of Muslims today and articulate responses on how far they are valuable to people who are not Muslims 
• Reflect on and articulate what it is like to be a Muslim in Britain today, giving good reasons for their views.
	My Emotions (4 weeks)
How can we make mental wellbeing a normal part of daily life, in the same way as physical wellbeing? 
What does it mean to have a ‘strong sense of identity’ & ‘self-respect’? 
What can I do to boost my self-respect? 
How do I manage strong emotions? 
How can I judge if my own feelings and behaviours are appropriate & proportionate? 
How do I recognise how other people feel and respond to them?
What is loneliness and how can we manage feelings of isolation? 
How common is mental ill health and what self-care techniques can I use? 
What kinds of problems can be caused by impulsive online communication? IS
How and from whom do I get support when things are difficult? 
Anti-Bullying (4 weeks) 
Can I explain the differences between friendship difficulties and bullying? 
Can I define the characteristics and different forms of bullying? 
How do people use technology & social media to bully others and how can I help others to prevent and manage this? 
What do all types of bullying have in common? 
Might different groups experience bullying in different ways? 
How can people’s personal circumstances affect their experiences? 
How does prejudice sometimes lead people to bully others? 
Can I respond assertively to bullying, online and offline? 
How might bullying affect people’s mental wellbeing and behaviour? 
How and why might peers become colluders or supporters in bullying situations? 
Can I identify ways of preventing bullying in school and the wider community?
