	Specific Areas

	Literacy
	Maths

	Phonics:
The children will take part in daily Essential Letters and Sounds phonics lesson to support both their reading and writing development. This term they will continue to learn new sounds, practise the skills of blending and segmenting.

Reading
The children will access a range of stories throughout the week, being read to at least once a day by an adult, as well as having regular access to the class reading corner. They will have 1:1 reading with an adult on a weekly basis, alongside their home reading book which will be changed every Friday. 

Key Literacy texts- 

Writing
The children will have opportunities to write in several areas of the classroom, with a range of writing equipment. They will be encouraged to use phonics to spell words and talk to us about their mark making. They will be motivated to practice the formation of letters and numbers using different resources such as pens, crayons, sand and dough. We will encourage the writing of their name at every opportunity, ensuring correct letter formation and pencil grip. This term the children will work on understanding the concepts of words, labels, captions and simple sentences. 









	Shape, space and measure

Number
-identify when a set can be subitised and when counting is needed 
- subitise different arrangements, both unstructured and structured, including using the Hungarian number frame 
-spot smaller numbers ‘hiding’ inside larger numbers
-connect quantities and numbers to finger patterns and explore different ways of representing numbers on their fingers 
- hear and join in with the counting sequence, and connect this to the ‘staircase’ pattern of the counting numbers, seeing that each number is made of one more than the previous number 
-develop counting skills and knowledge, including: that the last number in the count tells us ‘how many’ (cardinality); to be accurate in counting, each thing must be counted once and once only and in any order.
-compare sets of objects by matching 
- begin to develop the language of ‘whole’ when talking about objects which have parts
