	Comprehension and Phonics 
The children in Year 2 will take part in a comprehension/ phonics-based task every morning. This will be using their reading skills to decode passages of writing in order to answer comprehension questions or will require the children to practise the application of a particular phonetical sound in a range of writing and reading tasks.

Linking to:
Reading
The children will have 1:1 reading with an adult weekly, alongside their home reading book which will be changed every Friday. They will also have access to the reading area and have daily story reads as a whole class. The children will have extra reading opportunities throughout the week in small groupings with books linked to the topic. They will be encouraged to use phonics to decode regular words and read aloud.  

Writing:  
-Learning new ways of spelling phonemes for which one or more spellings are already known, and learn some words with each spelling, including a few common homophones 
- Distinguishing between homophones and near-homophones
-Saying out loud what they are going to write about 
- Composing a sentence orally before writing it 
-Sequencing sentences to form short narratives 
- Re-reading what they have written to check that it makes sense 
-Using capital letters, full stops, question marks and exclamation marks to demarcate sentences 
-Use the joining clauses and and because
- Subordination (using when, if, that, because) and co-ordination (using or, and, but) 
-Writing statements, questions, exclamations or commands

Spellings
The children will receive spellings which relate to the sounds explored in daily phonics. The children will use their sounds to write phonetically plausible words and will continue to apply spellings rules we learn for tricky words.
