	Maths

	Phonics:
The children will continue to take part in a daily ‘Essential Letters and Sounds’ Phonics lesson. The children will learn new sounds as well as recap prior sounds to support their reading and writing.

Key Literacy texts- (A twist to the tale)
Goldilocks and the Three Bears
Me & you- Anthony Browne
Jack and the Beanstalk
Jim and the Beanstalk- Raymond Briggs

In Literacy we will be looking at two traditional tales and adaptations of these stories. We will be thinking about the similarities and differences between the versions as well as the characters perspective. We will be exploring different adjectives, verbs and expanded noun phrases and thinking how we can use these in our writing to make it more enjoyable for the reader. We will have a go at creating different pieces of writing including posters and letters.

	This half term in Maths the children will continue to develop their understanding and confidence when using numbers to 10 and beyond. They will recap subitising to 5, (fast recognition without having to count objects individually) as well as continuing to explore numbers and their properties. The children will explore and compare groups depending on their properties such as, quantity or size. The children will explore further how we make an amount bigger or smaller through addition and subtraction. The children will explore their reasonings by giving explanations of how they got to their answer.

	Drawing: Exploring Line and Shape

	Creating Media – Digital Painting

The unit concludes with learners considering their preferences when painting with and without the use of digital devices.

	Focus: Unit 1 – Pulse
(Leicestershire Music Scheme) 

To be covered:
The children will explore and experience hearing and making long and short sounds on a variety of instruments. 
They will use their listening skills to identify the different sounds and follow and create signals when performing. 
The children learn a simple rhyme to establish the concept of syllables and rhythms. 
Whilst performing this rhyme, the children will explore the concept of pulse and how the pulse is integral to keeping in time when performing music.
