The children will be reading Harry Potter and the Philosopher’s stone. We will be answering VIPERS questions on the book to gain a good understanding of what happens in the story. 	Unit U2.2 Creation and Science: conflicting or complementary?  (Creation) 
Make sense of belief: 
• Identify what type of text some Christians say Genesis 1 is, and its purpose 
• Taking account of the context, suggest what Genesis 1 might mean, and compare their ideas with ways in which Christians interpret it, showing awareness of different interpretations
