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Chairpersons Report; 
We have had another good year with some great events, raising a total of £4720.43. We raised a total of £1246.26 on 21st June 2025 when we held our Bi-Annual Village Yard Sale.  Lots of homes in the village opened up their yards to support us and to clear their lofts! We also had some local stall holders at school, with other activities there, including a BBQ, homemade cakes, drinks, a tombola and a raffle. This was a huge success, and we made an additional £760 from the summer raffle, which was drawn on this day. 
We have continued to run many of our successful events, such as the Polar Express Christmas film night which raised £110.08 and the monthly lottery which is now in its fifth year and made £390 this year (£100 more than last year). On Bonfire night we supported the Malt Shovel pub with the sale of refreshments & novelty toys and raised £125.09. We also ran a Christmas Raffle which raised £679.30. And we supported the Nativity Play at Worthington Church for the first time, with the selling of refreshments & photographs, raising £140.70. And then held the spring Hot Chocolate and Spin the Wheel event after school in February 2026 which raised £143.95.

We have continued with the Break the Rules Day, raising £92.50 in January 2026 and £89 in June 2025. Further to this, we held a school disco in April 2025, which the children loved and raised £186, the summer ice cream and Treasure Island after school event in May 2025, which raised £63, in addition to the bingo event in the same month raising £99.75. Not forgetting the Easter Bingo in March 2026, which the children absolutely loved (as did we!), raising a total of £127.
We received a donation of £250 from Staunton Harold, which paid towards 6 new PE mats. Furthermore, we applied for a grant from Breedon Quarry and are happy to tell you that we were successful. 
The monies raised have been donated to several school projects including the following: 
New Start gifts - £92 / School Pantomime - £649 / Year 6 Leavers Hoodies - £199.87 / Christmas Gift for the children at the Christmas party - £50 / Enrichment resources - £300 / resurfacing of the astro turf - £1500, amounting to a total donation of £2790.87 from the PTFA to school. 
We would like to take this opportunity to thank Sue Bradbrook for all her hard work as Chair of the PTFA over the years. Whilst it is with great sadness that she has understandably decided to step down as Chair (after over 25 years!), she has decided to remain a Committee Member and her expertise, support and hard work continues, which we are most grateful for. 
All that remains is for us to say a HUGE thank you to everyone for your support and hard work. 
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
