	Literacy
	Maths

	The children will take part in a daily phonic lesson to support both their reading and writing development. 
Reading
The children will access a range of stories throughout the week, being read to atl east once a day by an adult, as well as having regular access to the class reading corner. They will have 1:1 reading with an adult on a weekly basis, alongside their home reading book which will be changed every Friday.

Writing
The children will have opportunities to write in several areas of the classroom, with a range of writing equipment. They will be encouraged to use phonics to spell words and talk to us about their mark making. They will be motivated to practice the formation of letters and numbers using different resources such as pens, crayons, sand and dough. We will encourage the writing of their name at every opportunity, ensuring correct letter formation and pencil grip.
	Getting to know you.
The children will access the continuous provision to explore number and become familiar with the classroom resources. The way in which the resources can be used will be modelled for the children to repeat in their own time and manner. Adults will facilitate learning and use effective questioning to ensure all learners are stretched and challenged.

	Expressive Arts and Design

	Topic - School and Home Community 
The will develop knowledge about the world, the United Kingdom and their local locality. They will learn to understand basic subject-specific vocabulary relating to human and physical geography and use geographical skills, including first-hand observation, to enhance their locational awareness.
· Name, locate and identify characteristics of the four countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom 
· Use some basic geographical vocabulary to refer to: 
key physical features, including: beach, cliff, coast, forest, hill, mountain, sea, ocean, river, soil, valley, vegetation, season and weather 
key human features, including: city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, port, harbour and shop
· use simple compass directions (North, South, East and West) and locational and directional language [for example, near and far; left and right], to describe the location of features and routes on a map
· use aerial photographs and plan perspectives to recognise landmarks and basic human and physical features; devise a simple map; and use and construct basic symbols in a key 
Seasonal Changes 
Children will be taught to: 
- Name, recognise and identify the four seasons 
-Talk about the similarities and differences between them.
-Identify wildlife that can be seen during differing periods of the year
- Observe and describe weather associated with the seasons 
Working scientifically 
Children will be asking simple questions and recognising that they can be answered in different ways 
- Observing closely, using simple equipment 
 - Performing simple tests 
- Identifying and classifying 
- Using their observations and ideas to suggest answers to questions 
- Gathering and recording data to help in answering questions.
R.E 
Being Special: where do we belong?
Through group activities the children will discuss their thoughts on what makes each one of us unique and valuable.  
· Re-tell religious stories, making connections with personal experiences.
· Share and record occasions when things have happened to their lives that made them feel special. (Birthdays, a hug from a parent etc.)  We will expand upon these ideas by sharing how and why different religions encourage us to celebrate special times and events.
· We will recall simply what happens at traditional Christian infant baptism and dedication.
· Share simply what happens when a baby is welcomed into a religion other than Christianity.
	Art-
The children will use drawing techniques to communicate their ideas through making different marks.  They will be encouraged to work with others and to share ideas and materials when making tools and surfaces on which to work.  We will share stories such as Hairy McClary and friends also Three Little Pigs,  and make appropriate marks in response to these stories.
· Explore Mark making using pencils and pastels.
· Make tools for mark making using natural resources collected from our local environment.
· Make a surface using a selection of materials and papers.
ICT
The children will have technology within the classroom which they can access and use themselves. They will learn how to turn on and navigate a laptop alongside using it safely to learn. 
The children will have access to B-Bots which they will be taught to give a series of instructions to arrive at a desired destination.
The class iPad will be accessible for them to use for maths and phonics games, as well as being encouraged to use it to take pictures of their work.

Music – Pulse 
Children will explore and experience hearing and making long and short sounds on a variety of instruments. They will use their listening 
skills to identify the different sounds and follow and create signals when performing. The children learn a simple rhyme to establish the concept of syllables and rhythms. Whilst performing this rhyme, children will explore the concept of pulse and how the pulse is integral to keeping in time when performing music.

	PE - Fundamental Movement 
The children will take part in 2 P.E session each week where they will develop a range of essential movements, in order to develop both their gross motor skills. 
Tag Rugby
Children will Master basic movements including running, jumping, throwing and catching and begin to apply these in a range of activities. Develop balance, agility and coordination, and begin to apply these in a range of activities. Participate in team games, developing simple tactics for attacking and defending.

They will also be able to access a wide range of resources within the classroom to develop their fine motor skills, including threading, tweezering and constructing.

Health and Self-care
The children will be shown healthy and hygienic routines, which they will participate in throughout the school day (toileting, hand washing, nose blowing etc).


	Listening and Attention
The children will work on these vital skills throughout the entire day at school. They will participate in ‘talking partners’ and small group work to develop both the ability to communicate effective and to listen attentively to others. 

Understanding
The children will regularly be given instructions to follow around the classroom, whether this be part of our daily routine or as an element of a set task. Through paired and group work, the children can begin to communicate their thoughts, feelings and ideas with children as well as adults. 

Speaking
The children will develop their language skills through structured and unstructured discussions. They will have access to a activities relating to our topic which will encourage their ideas and thoughts to be shared.

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development

	PSHE - Beginning and Belonging (Year B) 
In this unit, children will explore how they are uniquely special, which will include their likes and dislike and the things they are able and learning to do. They will examine and learn to value and respect similarities and differences between themselves and their peers. 
The children will explore and learn to appreciate their own needs and those of others and will examine the needs of newcomers joining the class. They will engage in activities which will develop their interpersonal skills and ability to form and maintain relationships with others within their class and school.
They will explore codes of behaviour which enable them to work together and learn to appreciate the need for rules to protect their own and other people’s rights. They will have the opportunity to set their own classroom rules.
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
