	Phonics:
The children in Year 2 will take part in daily Phonics lessons in order to improve their Phonic knowledge, reading and writing ability. This will involve both practising and applying their existing knowledge and expanding their bank of alternative sounds. They will also work on recognising and spelling ‘tricky words’ that do not follow traditional spelling patterns.

Linking to:
Reading
The children will have 1:1 reading with an adult weekly, alongside their home reading book which will be changed every Friday. They will also have access to the reading area and have daily story reads as a whole class. The children will have extra reading opportunities throughout the week in small groupings with books linked to the topic. They will be encouraged to use phonics to decode regular words and read aloud.  

Writing: The children will be exposed to a range of texts to explore different styles of writing. This will include writing about their own experiences, sequencing, writing explanations and character descriptions. Whilst doing so, the children will be encouraged to think carefully about their use of fingers spaces, use of punctuation and use of tenses. The children will be encouraged to re-read their work at every opportunity, to ensure it makes sense and to edit their work to make necessary improvements. 


Spellings
The children will receive spellings which relate to the sounds explored in daily phonics. The children will use their sounds to write phonetically plausible words and will continue to apply spellings rules we learn for tricky words.

	Topic - School and Home Community 
The will develop knowledge about the world, the United Kingdom and their local locality. They will learn to understand basic subject-specific vocabulary relating to human and physical geography and use geographical skills, including first-hand observation, to enhance their locational awareness.
· Name, locate and identify characteristics of the four countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom 
· Use some basic geographical vocabulary to refer to: 
key physical features, including: beach, cliff, coast, forest, hill, mountain, sea, ocean, river, soil, valley, vegetation, season and weather 
key human features, including: city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, port, harbour and shop
· use simple compass directions (North, South, East and West) and locational and directional language [for example, near and far; left and right], to describe the location of features and routes on a map
· use aerial photographs and plan perspectives to recognise landmarks and basic human and physical features; devise a simple map; and use and construct basic symbols in a key 
· Use simple fieldwork and observational skills to study the geography of their school and its grounds and the key human and physical features of its surrounding environment.
	Seasonal Changes 
Children will be taught to: 
- Observe changes across the four seasons 
- Observe and describe weather associated with the seasons and how day length varies

Working scientifically 
Children will be asking simple questions and recognising that they can be answered in different ways 
- Observing closely, using simple equipment 
 - Performing simple tests 
- Identifying and classifying 
- Using their observations and ideas to suggest answers to questions 
- Gathering and recording data to help in answering questions.

	What does it mean to belong to a faith community?
Through sharing stories about Christian, Jewish and Muslim faiths, the children will talk about what it means to belong to a religious faith, the places in which they worship and recognise the symbols associated with those religions. We will also explore the idea that some people do not belong to a faith and how they are still part of a group. The children will be encouraged to share the groups in which they belong, e.g. family, school, team sport, what they enjoy about them and why they are important to them.  We will share thoughts about special times which we have shared with family and friends, such as a wedding or christening and why we celebrate special religious ceremonies and how they are celebrated through the different faiths. We will find out about when people from different religious and non-work together for a charitable purpose. For example Poppy Appeal, Remembrance Day, Comic Relief.  
	Rights, Rules and Responsibilities (Year B) 
In this unit, children will have the opportunity to identify their own responsibilities both in and out of school. They will also discuss the areas of their lives for which adults are responsible and consider how this might change as they grow up. They will either create or reflect on existing classroom or school rules and talk about why they have been made and what they mean in practice. They will begin to develop an understanding of democratic decisions and how these affect their everyday lives, including experiencing voting and its outcomes in the classroom. They will begin to learn how to share their opinions, ensuring that they listen to those of others, taking turns and showing respect for each other. They will develop these skills further by taking part in paired and class discussions about topical issues.

	Drawing
The children will explore mark making, using paints, brushes and other tools and investigate and use materials and processes to communicate ideas and meaning.  They will be able to explore expressive mark making in response to music and begin to explore and record objects and arrangements from different viewpoints.  In  response to listening to the story The Owl who was afraid of the dark, the children will use their imagination to recreate the character Plop using various resources to create the texture of feathers.   They will be encouraged to suggest ways of improving their work and say what they think and feel about their own work and the work of others.
	Unit 1. 
The children will have technology within the classroom which they can access and use themselves. They will learn how to turn on and navigate a laptop alongside using it safely to learn. 
The children will have access to B-Bots which they will be taught to give a series of instructions to arrive at a desired destination.
The class iPad will be accessible for them to use for maths and phonics games, as well as being encouraged to use it to take pictures of their work.

Children will master basic movements including running, jumping, throwing and catching and begin to apply these in a range of activities. Develop balance, agility and coordination, and begin to apply these in a range of activities. Participate in team games, developing simple tactics for attacking and defending.
	Unit 1 – Pulse 
Children will explore and experience hearing and making long and short sounds on a variety of instruments. They will use their listening skills to identify the different sounds and follow and create signals when performing. The children learn a simple rhyme to establish the concept of syllables and rhythms. Whilst performing this rhyme, children will explore the concept of pulse and how the pulse is integral to keeping in time when performing music. 
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
