	English
	Maths

	The children will be reading the story Bill’s New Frock. We will be focusing on lots of grammar and punctuation objectives and eventually they will write a letter from Bill and create a humorous poem.

	The children will begin with a unit on place value, looking at 10,000s, 1000s, 100s,10s and 1s, counting in different numbers and partitioning higher amounts.

	Topic: History and Geography
	Science

	UK and Local Geography 
Children will extend their knowledge and understanding beyond the local area to include the United Kingdom. This will include the location and characteristics of a range of the world’s most significant human and physical features. They should develop their use of geographical knowledge, understanding and skills to enhance their locational and place knowledge.
Name and locate counties and cities of the United Kingdom, geographical regions and their identifying human and physical characteristics, key topographical features (including hills, mountains, coasts and rivers), and land-use patterns; and understand how some of these aspects have changed over time.
Use maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping to locate countries and describe features studied 
 use the eight points of a compass, four and six-figure grid references, symbols and key (including the use of Ordnance Survey maps) to build their knowledge of the United Kingdom. 
 use fieldwork to observe, measure, record and present the human and physical features in the local area using a range of methods, including sketch maps, plans and graphs, and digital technologies.

	Animals including Humans
Children will 
 describe the simple functions of the basic parts of the digestive system in humans 
 identify the different types of teeth in humans and their simple functions 
 construct and interpret a variety of food chains, identifying producers, predators and prey.
Working scientifically 
 asking relevant questions and using different types of scientific enquiries to answer them 
 setting up simple practical enquiries, comparative and fair tests 
 making systematic and careful observations and, where appropriate, taking accurate measurements using standard units, using a range of equipment, including thermometers and data loggers 
 gathering, recording, classifying and presenting data in a variety of ways to help in answering questions 
 recording findings using simple scientific language, drawings, labelled diagrams, keys, bar charts, and tables 
 reporting on findings from enquiries, including oral and written explanations, displays or presentations of results and conclusions 
 using results to draw simple conclusions, make predictions for new values, suggest improvements and raise further questions 
 identifying differences, similarities or changes related to simple scientific ideas and processes 
 using straightforward scientific evidence to answer questions or to support their findings

	Unit 2.1 What do Christians learn from the creation story?
Make sense of belief: 
• Place the concepts of God and Creation on a timeline of the Bible’s ‘big story’ 
• Make clear links between Genesis 1 and what Christians believe about God and Creation 
• Recognise that the story of ‘the Fall’ in Genesis 3 gives an explanation of why things go wrong in the world 
Understand the impact: 
• Describe what Christians do because they believe God is Creator (e.g. follow God, wonder at how amazing God’s creation is; care for the Earth – some specific ways) 
• Describe how and why Christians might pray to God, say sorry and ask for forgiveness 
Make connections: 
• Ask questions and suggest answers about what might be important in the Creation story for Christians and for non Christians living today.

	Rights, Rules and Responsibilities (Year B) 
1. To understand the difference between rights, wants and needs, and that rights come with responsibilities.
2. To recognise their responsibilities at school and at home to themselves and others.
3. To recognise what it feels like to be treated with respect, understand what is meant by respect towards others and develop skills to demonstrate this. 
4. To identify those in positions of authority in school and the wider community and explore ways to show respect. 
5. To understand why rules and conventions are needed at home and at school. 
6. To develop skills to participate in making and changing rules at home and at school.
7. To understand how decisions can be made democratically in our class through simple debating and voting.
8. To understand how children and adults in school might be democratically elected to represent others.
9. To understand what they have learned and to be able to share it with others.
